“Judges:  Lessons for Today”
Daily Work – Week 10

DAY 1:   Read Psalm 139: 1-18 and 23-24.  Write verses 23-24 on a note card.  

1. This week’s homework will cover the ‘other’ judges.  Read Judges 3:7-11 and Judges 1:8-18.  Who was raised up to rescue Israel?  To who was he related?
2. Against whom did God give him victory?  How long did the peace last?
3. For extra credit (:  Verse 16 mentions the Kenites.  Under whose ‘judgeship’ did we also learn about the Kenites?

PRAY:  Ask the Lord to open your eyes as you study this week.

DAY 2:  Write out Psalm 139:17-18 and 23-24 and put it on your bathroom mirror and/or above your kitchen sink…and anywhere else you spend a lot of time!  

1.  Read Judges 3:31.  Write down everything you learn about that Judge?
2. Read Judges 10:1-2.  Who was the next Judge?  What is written about him?
3. Read Judges 10:3-5. Write out what you learn about the next judge. (The number 30 was representative of wealth and position.)
PRAY:  Ask the Lord to help you guard the words that come out of your mouth.

DAY 3: Once again start today by reviewing Psalm 139:13-18 and 23-24.  Carry your note card with you all day!

1. Read Judges 12:8-10.  List everything you learn about this judge.  
2. Read Judges 12:11-12.  What do you learn about Elon?
3. Read Judges 12:13-15.  Again, write what you learn about this particular judge?
Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.

DAY 4:  Write out Psalm 139:13-18 and 23-24 without looking. 
1. Look back through the book of Judges and your notes.  Make a list of all the judges about whom you have studied and read.
2. Where applicable, make a note next to the judge about a biblical truth you learned.
3. What are some things that God taught you through the study of Judges?  How have you applied them to ‘real’ life?  (Be specific.)  
PRAY:  Ask the Lord to give you the courage to be obedient….today and everyday!

DAY 5:  Say Psalm 139:1-18 and 23-24 to someone today!  

1. Think about what was written concerning each one of the judges…how they were remembered.
2. Projecting in to the future, what do you think will be written about you?

3. What do you want to have written about you?  Is it the same?

PRAY:  For a church staff member.  (Choose one that you will commit to pray for during this study!)
