“Judges:  Lessons for Today”
Daily Work – Week 5

DAY 1:   Read Psalm 139: 1-10.  Write verses 7-10 on a note card.  

1. Read the story of Gideon in Judges chapters 6-8.  Look for the 5 step cycle and note it.  (Idolatry, Bondage, Repentance, Deliverance, Rest)

PRAY:  Ask the Lord to open your eyes as you study this week.

DAY 2:  Write out Psalm 139:9-10  and put it on your bathroom mirror and/or above your kitchen sink…and anywhere else you spend a lot of time!  

1. Read Judges 6:1-10.  (It is time to slow down and connect some dots.) Who were the Midianites?  See Genesis 25:1-2; Numbers 31:1-2
2. Take a minute to review who the Amalekites were.  By looking on your map, who do you think the ‘people of the east’ might have been?  (Remember that most of the “Promised Land was on the West side of the Jordan)

3. What kind of oppression did the COI endure and for how long?

4. Who did the Lord send in verse 7 and what was his message?
PRAY:  Ask the Lord to help you grow into a person strong in the faith.

DAY 3: Once again start today by reviewing Psalm 139:1-10.  Carry your note card with you all day!

1. Read Judges 6:11-40.  Write down everything you learn about Gideon?
2. What was the task that God gave Gideon? (verse 14)
3. What was God’s promise to him? (verse 16)
Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.

DAY 4:  Write out Psalm 139:1-10 without looking.

1. Read Judges 7. With how many warriors did Gideon start out?  How many did God leave him?
2. What was Gideon’s response when he heard the Midianites talking about the dream?  (verse 15)
3. In your own words, describe the battle scene in verses 21-22?  Did God fulfill his promise?
PRAY:  Thank God for the gift of His word!

DAY 5:  Say Psalm 139:1-10 to someone today!  

1.  Read Judges 8:1-21.  Look at the numbers:
a. How many of Gideon’s men had been killed?  (if you need to refresh your memory, look back at chapter 7:6-8)

b. How many of the opposing army had been killed?

c. Does that amaze you?  It does me! (
2.  Look back over Judges 6-7.  Is there any characteristic that Gideon displays to which you can easily relate?  Why?
PRAY:  For a church staff member.  (Choose one that you will commit to pray for during this study!) 
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
