“Judges:  Lessons for Today”
Daily Work – Week 9
DAY 1:   Read Psalm 139: 1-18.  Write verses 13-18 on a note card.  

1. Read Judges 13 and write down everything you learn about Samson’s mother.
2. What do you find most interesting? Why?
3. To what can you most relate?

PRAY:  Ask the Lord to open your eyes as you study this week.

DAY 2:  Write out Psalm 139:13-18 and put it on your bathroom mirror and/or above your kitchen sink…and anywhere else you spend a lot of time!  

1.  Samson’s weakness was women.  Look over Judges 14-16 and list the women who came through his life.
2. What characteristics do Samson’s wife (chapter 14) and Delilah (chapter 16) have in common?
3. Read Proverbs 13:3 and Proverbs 21:23.  Meditate on the truths.
PRAY:  Ask the Lord to help you guard the words that come out of your mouth.
DAY 3: Once again start today by reviewing Psalm 139:7-18.  Carry your note card with you all day!

1. Read Judges 16.  Write down everything you learn about Delilah.
2. What was Delilah’s motivation in her relationship with Samson?
3. Read Proverbs 7.  What instruction is given about immoral women?
Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.

DAY 4:  Write out Psalm 139:7-18 without looking. 
1. It would be easy to blame Delilah for Samson’s final defeat.  What do Romans 14:12 and Galatians 6:5 say?
2. Think about your own life and current situation.  Is there an attitude or behavior that you are blaming someone else for?  How valid will that excuse be when you are standing before God?
3. In light of Romans 14:12 and Galatians 6:5, what do you need to do?  Don’t delay!
PRAY:  Ask the Lord to give you the courage to be obedient….today and everyday!

DAY 5:  Say Psalm 139:1-18 to someone today!  

1. Read Proverbs 31…remembering that this passage applies to all women, not just wives.
2. How does she compare…or contrast to the women in Samson’s life?
3.  What 3 things can you begin to do immediately that will make you more like the Proverbs 31 woman? Ask the Lord to help you!
PRAY:  For a church staff member.  (Choose one that you will commit to pray for during this study!)
