“Journey of Faith”

Daily Work – Week 1

Faith is not some weak and pitiful emotion, but is strong and vigorous confidence built on the fact that God is holy love. DAY 1:   Think about YOUR definition of faith.  How would you explain faith to someone?  Take the time to write down your definition.  Try not to use “churchy” vocabulary.

PRAY:  That God would open your eyes to NEW things as we study through this great chapter.  

DAY 2:  Read Hebrews 11:1-3

1. What is this biblical definition of faith?

2. Read verse 6.  What does this verse clearly state about how God views faith?

PRAY:  That God would increase your faith

DAY 3:  Read all of Hebrews 11.  

1. How many times does the word faith appear?  If you underline in your bible, I would encourage you to underline each time it is used.

2. “Faith can move mountains, but don’t be surprised if God hands you a shovel” (author unknown) What does that quote mean?

3. Select one of the characters mentioned in the chapter and in general terms describe how that quote “played out” in their lives.

Pray:  That you would be moved to action if God asks it of you.

DAY 4:  Reread chapter 11

1. With which story do you think you are most familiar?

2. Which person would you like to know more about?

PRAY:  For someone you know who is currently on a faith journey.  Take the time to let them know they were lifted up.

DAY 5:  Using your concordance find another biblical passage on faith.  Take some time today to compare this passage with what you have learned this week! 

PRAY:  For yourself as you walk this journey of faith!
