“Journey of Faith”
Joshua and Rahab
Daily Work – Week 12
DAY 1:   Hebrews 11:30-31 We are focusing on Joshua this week because he was the leader of the Children of Israel.  
1.  What did the COI, led by Joshua, do by faith?
2. How is Rahab described?  What did she do by faith?
3. Joshua and Rahab came from VERY different backgrounds, yet both were key pieces in God’s story.  What does this show you about God?
PRAY:  About your own journey of faith….be as specific as you can. 

DAY 2:  Read Deuteronomy 31:1-13 and Joshua 1:1-9
1. In the first passage, God gives the message through Moses, but in the second passage, God gives it directly to Joshua.  What does God promise?
2. What are the commands that God gives Joshua in order to ensure success?
3. One of the things I love about this passage is the certainty of God’s plan.  There is NO question about what is going to happen.  (For a partial list of victories skim Joshua 12:7-24) What truth from this passage do you need to apply to a situation in your own life?  Be specific.
PRAY:  For that area of obedience that you are struggling with.  Name it….be specific.

DAY 3:  Read Joshua 2 (the whole chapter).  Read for detail.
1. Rahab must have been an amazing woman.  After reading this passage carefully, what does it tell us about her?  Write a brief description.  What characteristic do you most admire?
2. What vital pieces of information does Rahab give the spies?  
3. What is the declaration of faith that she makes in verses 9-11?
4. What do the spies promise Rahab?  What conditions do they place on their oath?

Pray:  For a specific worker abroad by name….remember to lift up the names of the ones our class is committed to pray for

DAY 4:  Read Joshua 5:13- 6:27
1. What is Joshua’s physical and verbal response when he encountered the Commander of the Lord’s Army?  What do they tell us about him?
2. What is the significance of ‘removing shoes on holy ground’?  Spend some time researching it.  Find at least one other incident in scripture when this command is given.
3. What are the specific instructions that Joshua received and then carried out?
4. Chapter 6:17-19 give specific instructions that were to be carried out once the walls fell.  What were they?  What were the consequences of disobedience?
PRAY:  For one of your neighbors. (Choose one that you will be lifting up throughout this study.) 

DAY 5:  Read Joshua 6:20-27 Jericho was the first great obstacle that the COI encountered as they moved in to claim the land God had promised them and because of their faith they captured it without a battle.  
1.   How did the COI demonstrate their total obedience?
2. What was the result of this battle for Joshua?  (verse 27).
3. What happened to Rahab and her family?  
4. That is not the end of Rahab’s story.  To find out more, turn to Matthew 1:1-5.  What does that tell you about God?
5. What is one truth you can apply to your own life from the study this week?

PRAY:  For a staff member.  (Choose one that you will commit to pray for during this study!)
