“Roaming Through Romans”
Daily Work – Week 1 
This is the first week of homework for the Romans study.  Most of this week will be spent studying the life of Paul.  Remember that the homework is for your personal growth.  You will get out of the study what you put in.  God is longing to reveal His Word to you.  I encourage you to take the time to let Him.
DAY 1:   Read Romans 5:1-11.  Write verse 1 on a note card.

1.   Read Acts 7:54- 8:3 and Acts 9:1-25.  Read slowly and deliberately.  This is a well known story so it would be easy to miss new insight.  Write down any details that ‘jump out’.
2. Spend some time specifically pondering Acts 9:5-9.  Knowing a bit about Paul’s background, what purpose do you think this time served?
3. Have you ever been through a time when everything you knew and were comfortable with changed?  What was your response?
PRAY:  Ask the Lord to open your eyes as you study about Paul and to apply the lessons to your own life.
DAY 2:  Write out Romans 5:1 and put it on your bathroom mirror and/or above your kitchen sink…and/or anywhere else you spend a lot of time!

1. Reread Acts 9:10-18.  What does God tell Ananias?  
2. What are Ananias’ feelings in verses 13-14?  What does he do in spite of those feelings?  

3. In verse 15, what does God specifically tell Ananias about Saul?  Write out the exact words.  (See how part of it comes to pass in 2 Corinthians 11:16-33)
4. Do you ever let feelings trump obedience?
PRAY:  Ask God to show you areas where you are/or are being tempted to allow feelings to trump obedience. Ask Him to give you the courage to be obedient regardless of the feelings.
  DAY 3: Once again start today by reviewing Romans 5:1.  Carry your note card with you all day!

1. Read Acts 9:18-25.  What specific things did Saul do?  What do you think you would have done?
2. Paul did not spend any time wringing his hands wondering if he was qualified to preach or what the reaction was going to be.  What was his initial message – verse 20?  Now skip down to verse 22.  What are the lessons we need to learn from this progression?
3. Read Galatians 1:10-17.  On whom did Paul rely for knowledge?  What amazing truths can we learn from verses 16 and 17? Are these truths you already claim?

Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.

DAY 4:  Write out Romans 5:1 without looking.

1. Think back over the past 3 days.  What have you learned from Paul’s life?  How will that impact your own?
2. Shifting gears and moving specifically to the book of Romans.  Make a list of the things you already know about the book.  What are some of the themes?  The highlights?  The things you don’t understand?  (Your list may be long or it may be VERY short.  It does not matter in the least!)
PRAY:  Thank God that He is at work in your life and ask Him to grow you to the ‘next level’ as we journey through Romans.

DAY 5:  Say Romans 5:1 to someone today!

One of the goals of this study is to help you grow by studying on your own.  So, day 5 will always be to help you in that area.  Use your bible “helps”….cross references, dictionary, concordance, and notes.  If you are unsure of how to do that, PLEASE call or email me!
