Daily Work – Week 11
“What do I do?”

DAY 1:   Don’t forget to review your scripture memory – Romans 5:1-11 (
1. Read Romans 12:1-3  Honestly assess yourself.  Do you ever think you are better than you really are… in any area?  Be specific.
2. Do you tend to think less of yourself than you should? 
3. Do you seek the approval and reinforcement of others? Or are you satisfied just knowing that God approves?
PRAY:  Ask the Lord to help you see yourself through HIS lens.
DAY 2:  Read Romans 12  (you can also do this exercise for chapters 13, 14, 15 and 16)
1. Make a list of the specific instructions given by Paul
2. Which ones have you already incorporated in to your life?  How have you done so?
3. List several that you should begin to incorporate immediately.

PRAY:  Ask the Lord to help you grow into a person who applies what they have learned.
DAY 3: Read Romans 12:4-8
1. Do you know what your spiritual gifts are?  If you don’t, what do you think you are good at?
2. If you are unsure about your gifts and strengths, ask a trusted friend.  What did they say?
3. Are you plugged in and serving within your local congregation and community?  What are you doing?  What should you be doing?  
Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.

DAY 4:  Read Romans 12:4-8
1. What are the gifts listed in this passage?
2. Read 1 Corinthians 12:7-10.  What are the gifts listed in this passage?
3. Read 1 Corinthians 12:28.  What are the gifts listed in this passage?
4. Read Ephesians 4:11.  What are the gifts listed in this passage?

5. Take the time to study the different gifts?  (There are many resources on line and in book stores.)  Ask the Lord to show you your gifts and where you can apply them. 

PRAY:  Thank God for being so loving and faithful.
DAY 5:  Say Romans 5:1-11 to someone today!  CELEBRATE!!!!
One of the goals of this study is to help you grow by studying on your own.  So, day 5 will always be to help you in that area.  Use your bible “helps”….cross references, dictionary, concordance, and notes.  If you are unsure of how to do that, PLEASE call or email me!
