“Roaming Through Romans”
Daily Work – Week 9
“What about Suffering?”

DAY 1:   Read Romans 5:1-11.  Write verse 10 on a note card.

1. In the lecture last week we spent some time talking about the word “therefore”.  Have you realized that our scripture memory passage starts with that word?  Turn to Romans 5:1-11.  Have you considered what it is “there ….for”? (
2. What does Paul talk about in the verses or chapters preceding it?  

3. What follows it?
PRAY:  Ask the Lord to help you see details in His word that you might have previously overlooked.

DAY 2:  Write out Romans 5:6-10 and put it on your bathroom mirror and/or above your kitchen sink…and anywhere else you spend a lot of time!  

1. What is your definition of suffering?
2. Think of a time when you have endured suffering.  Write a summary of the situation.
3. Read I Peter 1:3-7.  What do these verses say about trials and suffering?
PRAY:  Ask the Lord to help you see your suffering in light of His Word.

DAY 3: Once again start today by reviewing Romans 5:1-910.  Carry your note card with you all day!

1. Look back at day 2.  As you think about that situation, what was or has been your response?
2. Turn to James 1:2-4.  What does James tell us can come from trials and difficult circumstances?
3. Using James 1:2-4 and I Peter 1:3-7, make a list of things that God wants to do in your life through this difficult circumstance, or what you can anticipate God doing when you find yourself in the midst of one?  Be specific.  Make I personal.
Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.

DAY 4:  Write out Romans 5:1-10 without looking.

1. Read Romans 8:31-39 Write out every truth about God that you find in those verses.  Don’t generalize.  Be specific.  

2. How does this passage help you in a time of suffering?

3. Claim 2 of the truths from question 1 to carry with you today.  (You know the drill.  Write them on a note card and carry them in your pocket all day!) Highlight them on the list above.

PRAY:  Thank God for being so loving and faithful.
DAY 5:  Say Romans 5:1-10 to someone today!

One of the goals of this study is to help you grow by studying on your own.  So, day 5 will always be to help you in that area.  Use your bible “helps”….cross references, dictionary, concordance, and notes.  If you are unsure of how to do that, PLEASE call or email me!
