Daily Work – Week 10
This is the last week of homework for this study.  I have learned SO much and I pray you have as well.    Know that I will continue to pray for you over the summer.  Our lives are inextricably linked.  Stay committed to spending time with The Creator of the Universe (COTU), in spite of the change in your routine.  Remember that He does not take summer vacation! (  Now on with the homework…..

Christ has died!  Christ has Risen!  Christ WILL come again!  Ladies, He is coming in glory to take us home!!!!!!! As you dig in this week, may you anticipate….REALLY anticipate….His return!

DAY 1:  Read 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 and Matthew 24:26-31.
1. How will Jesus come back?
2. What will happen when He does?
3. Do you find that exciting or frightening?  Why?
PRAY:  About your own relationship with Jesus.  Where it is and where would you like for it to go during the course of this study?

DAY 2:  Read 1 Thessalonians 5:1-11 

1.  When will Christ return?  Read also Matthew 24:26-44 (You read part of the passage yesterday!
2. What specific instructions are given to believers in 1 Thessalonians 5:1-11?  Are you doing them?
3. Look back at 1 Thessalonians 4:18 and then at 1 Thessalonians 5:11.  Why are these instructions so important?

4. Think about what you have planned for today.  Are you living as though you really believe that Christ is going to come again?  What needs to change?
PRAY:  God promises that He will conform us to the image of Jesus.  What is one way you would like to see yourself become more like Him over the course of this study?  Ask God to help you with that specific area.

DAY 3: Luke 12:35-40
1.  What instructions are given to the servant?
2.  What is the lesson being taught in this story?  Is it a lesson you need to apply to your own life?
3. Think again about your ‘to-do’ list.  Are you ready if He comes unexpectedly today?
Pray:  For a specific worker abroad by name….remember to lift up the names of the ones our class is committed to pray for.

DAY 4:  Choose from one of the following passages and study on your own.  You might ask the following questions, but also come up with some of your own.

*Who are the main characters in the story?  


*Which one am I?


*What lesson is being taught?


* How do I need to apply it to my life?

1. Matthew 24:45-50 (also in Luke 12:41-48) – Two Servants
2. Matthew 25:1-13 – Ten Bridesmaids

3. Matthew 25:14-30 – Three Servants

4. Matthew 25:31-26 – Judgment of the Gentiles

PRAY:  For that person you know is lost and needs to know Jesus. (Choose one that you will be lifting up throughout this study.) 

DAY 5:  Take the time today to look back at the areas we have studied over the past 10 weeks.  Ponder the one that was most challenging.  What choices are you going to make (or have you made already) regarding that challenge?  Write down your thoughts and make a commitment today to take the necessary steps to follow through!

PRAY:  For a staff member.  (Choose one that you will commit to pray for during this study!)
