“Who is this Jesus?”

The Sacrificial Lamb
Daily Work – Week 9
Easter is coming!  Though only one weekend each year is officially designated to celebrate our Jesus’ death and resurrection, it is something we should recognize and rejoice over every single day.  Take the time this week to really consider what HE has done for you and I challenge you to make it a daily practice!
DAY 1:  Read Isaiah 53:1-9.    

1. How is Jesus described in verses 2-3?  Be specific
2. What did He do for you and me?  (verses 4-6)
3. What was His response in verse 7?  Think about that today!
PRAY:  About your own relationship with Jesus.  Where it is and where would you like for it to go during the course of this study?

DAY 2:  Read John 1:29-31.  Also go back and Reread Isaiah 53:1-9 
1.  What does it mean when Jesus is called the “Lamb of God”?
2.  What makes His sacrifice different than the sacrifices of the Old Testament?
3. Do you ever wonder why God chose the sacrifice of His own son to take away the sins of the world?  Why do you think He did it?
PRAY:  God promises that He will conform us to the image of Jesus.  What is one way you would like to see yourself become more like Him over the course of this study?  Ask God to help you with that specific area.

DAY 3: Read Isaiah 53:10-12
1.  Whose will was this?
2.  What will be the results of His great suffering?
3.  Reread Isaiah 53…all 12 verses.  Think about why He endured this.  (Romans 5:8, John 3:16)
Pray:  For a specific worker abroad by name….remember to lift up the names of the ones our class is committed to pray for.

DAY 4:  Read Roman 5:12-21
1. Compare and contrast them
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2. What are the AMAZING aspects of God’s plan through Jesus Christ? Mark them in your bible.
PRAY:  For that person you know is lost and needs to know Jesus. (Choose one that you will be lifting up throughout this study.) 

DAY 5:  Take the time today to be amazed and grateful for what God has done.  This can be done in so many ways.  You can write something, sing something, sit quietly and bask….just offer your thanks in a way that fits you!
PRAY:  For a staff member.  (Choose one that you will commit to pray for during this study!)
