“Walking Through the Stories”
Daily Work – Abraham -- Week 4

DAY 1:   Read Ephesians 3:14-21.  Write verses 20-21 on a note card.  

1. This week the focus of the homework will be on Isaac.  Think back to all the passages and stories from the past few weeks and write down what you remember about Isaac from them. (i.e. how long Sarah and Abraham had waited for his arrival…..how old they were….etc…..)

2. Isaac was the child of the covenant.  What does that mean?  Use scripture references to support your answer.

PRAY:  Ask the Lord to open your eyes and tender your heart as you study this week.

DAY 2:  Write out Ephesians 3:20-21 and put it on your bathroom mirror and/or above your kitchen sink…and anywhere else you spend a lot of time!  

1. Read Genesis 22:1-19.  What did God ask Abraham to do?

2. How did God refer to Isaac in verse 2?

3. Where did God tell Abraham to go and how long did it take them to get there?

4. What does verse 3 tell you about Abraham’s obedience?  Considering the magnitude of God’s request does that blow you away?
PRAY:  For the people of a persecuted nation, that God would give them courage and deep, deep faith.

DAY 3: Once again start today by reviewing Ephesians 3:20-21.  Carry your note card with you all day!

1. God told Abraham to go to Mount Moriah.  This was not some random place that God had chosen.  Before studying further, do you know why Mount Moriah was significant?
2. What else would happen there?  Read 2 Chronicles 3:1-2 and then 1 Chronicles 21:7- 22:1.
3. What do you think was the significance of the temple eventually being built there?
Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.

DAY 4:  Write out Ephesians 3:14-21 without looking.   

1. Read Genesis 22:5-19.  Read it slowly and carefully.  Make a list of details that really stand out to you and why they seem important?
2. What did Abraham name the place?
3. Why did God “swear by my own name” or “swear by myself”? (see Hebrews 6:13-14)
PRAY:  Ask God for the opportunity to share a ‘word of truth’ today.

DAY 5:  Say Ephesians 3:14-21 to someone today!  

1. Read Hebrews 11:8-19.  What did Abraham believe about God in verse 19?  (WOW!  Does that blow you away?)
2. What have you learned about God as you have studied the story of Isaac?
3. What New Testament story parallels the story of Abraham and Isaac?  Why?  Be specific.
PRAY:  For a church staff member.  (Choose one that you will commit to pray for during this study!)
