“Walking Through the Stories”
Daily Work – Week 4
DAY 1:   Read Ephesians 3:14-21.  Write verses 14-15 on a note card.  

1. Spend some time thinking about the story of Adam and Eve and how God redeemed it!
2. Spend some time thinking about your own life.  What do you long to have redeemed?  Be specific.  This is between you and God.
3. Trust that He has already done so through the blood of Jesus!
PRAY:  Ask the Lord to open your eyes and tender your heart as you study this week.

DAY 2:  Write out Ephesians 3:14-15 and put it on your bathroom mirror and/or above your kitchen sink…and anywhere else you spend a lot of time!  

1. Read Genesis 4.  Who are the main characters?  Summarize the main story line.
2. Read Hebrews 11:4 and I John 3:12.  What was the difference between the brother’s offerings?  List as many things as you can find.
PRAY:  For the people of a persecuted nation, that God would give them courage and deep, deep faith.

DAY 3: Once again start today by reviewing Ephesians 3:14-15.  Carry your note card with you all day!

1. Read Genesis 4:1-7.  Look closely at the exchange between God and Cain.  Why did God not accept his offering?
2. Read verse 7…maybe even in several different translations.  What does God tell Cain about sin?  What are the implications of that truth for your life today?
3. Meditate on that truth as you go about your day and are faced with the opportunity to sin.
Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.

DAY 4:  Write out Ephesians 3:14-15 without looking.   

1. Read Genesis 4:8-16.  Think about the heartbreak this heaps on Adam and Eve.

2. How does Cain’s punishment parallel Adam and Eve’s punishment?

3. Read Genesis 4:17.  Who does Cain marry?  Where was she from?  See what you can learn about this, using the study tools that are in your bible or other commentaries.

4. Look at Genesis 3:24 and Genesis 4:16.  What direction is specifically mentioned?  Here is some biblical trivia that I believe I garnered from a Beth Moore study:  Anytime scripture mentions that an individual or group moved east, they are moving away from God.  (Keep your eyes open as we study. You will see this again!)

PRAY:  Ask God for the opportunity to share a ‘word of truth’ today.

DAY 5:  Say Ephesians 3:14-15 to someone today!  

1. Read Genesis 4:11-26.  How does ‘history repeat itself’?
2. What is the name of Adam and Eve’s 3rd son?  On a separate piece of paper, you might want to start a very basic genealogy chart of Adam and Eve’s descendants through Seth to help you see and keep track of the generations.  
3. Take the time to read some commentaries or study notes on Genesis 4:26.  What do you learn?
PRAY:  For a church staff member.  (Choose one that you will commit to pray for during this study!)

Adam and Christ Contrasted

 12 When Adam sinned, sin entered the world. Adam’s sin brought death, so death spread to everyone, for everyone sinned. 13 Yes, people sinned even before the law was given. But it was not counted as sin because there was not yet any law to break. 14 Still, everyone died—from the time of Adam to the time of Moses—even those who did not disobey an explicit commandment of God, as Adam did. Now Adam is a symbol, a representation of Christ, who was yet to come. 15 But there is a great difference between Adam’s sin and God’s gracious gift. For the sin of this one man, Adam, brought death to many. But even greater is God’s wonderful grace and his gift of forgiveness to many through this other man, Jesus Christ. 16 And the result of God’s gracious gift is very different from the result of that one man’s sin. For Adam’s sin led to condemnation, but God’s free gift leads to our being made right with God, even though we are guilty of many sins. 17 For the sin of this one man, Adam, caused death to rule over many. But even greater is God’s wonderful grace and his gift of righteousness, for all who receive it will live in triumph over sin and death through this one man, Jesus Christ.

 18 Yes, Adam’s one sin brings condemnation for everyone, but Christ’s one act of righteousness brings a right relationship with God and new life for everyone. 19 Because one person disobeyed God, many became sinners. But because one other person obeyed God, many will be made righteous.

 20 God’s law was given so that all people could see how sinful they were. But as people sinned more and more, God’s wonderful grace became more abundant. 21 So just as sin ruled over all people and brought them to death, now God’s wonderful grace rules instead, giving us right standing with God and resulting in eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
