“Walking Through the Stories”
Daily Work – Week 5
DAY 1:   Read Ephesians 3:14-21.  Write verse 16 on a note card.  

1. Read the genealogy of Noah in Genesis 5 and in Luke 3:23-38.  Remember that even genealogies are “inspired by God”.  (They were not written to bore you ()  What are some reasons that genealogies are included in scripture?
2. Who was Noah’s father?  Noah means “rest or relief”.  Why was Noah given that name?
3. Who were Noah’s 3 sons?  How old was Noah in the last verse of chapter 5?
PRAY:  Ask the Lord to open your eyes and tender your heart as you study this week.

DAY 2:  Write out Ephesians 3:16 and put it on your bathroom mirror and/or above your kitchen sink…and anywhere else you spend a lot of time!  

1. The scripture in today’s homework has been debated by scholars for years.  Before going any further, ask God to reveal what you need to know today.  
2. Read Genesis 6:1-4.   Use your study tools (cross references, study notes, internet helps) and write down your conclusions.

PRAY:  For the people of a persecuted nation, that God would give them courage and deep, deep faith.

DAY 3: Once again start today by reviewing Ephesians 3:14-16.  Carry your note card with you all day!

1. Read Genesis 6:5-8.  What do you learn about mankind in verse 5?
2. What does God intend to do because of the wickedness?  Think back to what we have already studied about God.  Remembering that, does it surprise you to read about the emotion that God displayed?
3. What do you learn about Noah in verse 8?  Think about that as you go through your day and how your life looks in the context of those around you!
Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.

DAY 4:  Write out Ephesians 3:14-16 without looking.   

1. Read Genesis 6:9-22.  Write down everything you learn about Noah.
2. Read the following verses where Noah is mentioned.  Watch for the consistency of his character and note why he is mentioned.
a. Hebrews 11:7

b. Isaiah 54:7-10

c. Ezekiel 14:12-23

d. Matthew 24:37-38

e. Luke 17:26-27

f. 1 Peter 3:18-20

g. 2 Peter 2:1-11

PRAY:  Ask God for the opportunity to share a ‘word of truth’ today.

DAY 5: Say Ephesians 3: 14-16 to someone today! 

1. Read Genesis 6:14-22. Write out the specific instructions that God gave Noah.

2. What was Noah's response?

3. Why should we be surprised? © From my NLT study notes: An ark built to the dimensions specified in Genesis would have been immense. Its ratio of length to width (6 to 1) is the most stable known and is used for the design of modem tankers and freight-hauling ships. The ark was able to carry 20,000 tons of cargo; the required number of young adult land animals would have occupied less than halfthe available space. The design given was perfect for the ark's function.
