“Walking Through the Stories”
Daily Work – Week 6
DAY 1:   Read Ephesians 3:14-21.  Write verse 17 on a note card.  

1. Read Genesis 9:18-29.  What curses and blessings came after Ham’s disrespectful behavior?  Be specific
2. Who was Ham’s son?  Read Genesis 10:15-19.  Write down his descendants.  These will be very important as we go further in to our study.

3. Read Genesis chapter 10.  Using a map see if you can find the locations mentioned in verse 19.
PRAY:  Ask the Lord to open your eyes and tender your heart as you study this week.

DAY 2:  Write out Ephesians 3:17 and put it on your bathroom mirror and/or above your kitchen sink…and anywhere else you spend a lot of time!  

1. Read Genesis 11:1-9.  What direction were they moving?  Do you remember the significance of that direction?  (If not, look back at the homework for week 4 and day 4)  

2. What instructions had God given Noah and his sons as they left the ark?  (Genesis 9:1 and 7)  From reading this account, had that happened?
3. Why did the people want to build the tower?

4. What was God’s response to the building of the tower?  Did this cause His instruction to Noah to be fulfilled?
PRAY:  For the people of a persecuted nation, that God would give them courage and deep, deep faith.

DAY 3: Once again start today by reviewing Ephesians 3:14-17.  Carry your note card with you all day!

1. Read Genesis 11:10-32.  Take the time to draw or write out the lineage from Shem to Abram.  

2. Write down all the information you learn about Abram, Sarai and the move they make with Terah.
3. Think about what you remember of Abraham’s story.  Take the time to write down some of them.
Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.

DAY 4:  Write out Ephesians 3:14-17 without looking.   

1. Today you begin your journey with Abraham.  Read Genesis 12-18 straight through as a story!
PRAY:  Ask God for the opportunity to share a ‘word of truth’ today.

DAY 5:  Say Ephesians 3:14-17 to someone today!  

1. Read Genesis 19-25:11.  Enjoy the story!
PRAY:  For a church staff member.  (Choose one that you will commit to pray for during this study!)
