“Walking Through the Stories 2”

Daily Work – Week 4

DAY 1:   Read Lamentations 3:22-24.  Review verse 22 and write verse 23 on a note card.  (The class will be using the New Living Translation for memorizing this verse!)

1. Read Genesis 28:1-9.  What blessing does Isaac bestow on Jacob?  Does it sound familiar?  What evidence does scripture give of a continued rift in the family?
2. Read Genesis 28:10-22.  

a. How does God refer to Himself?  

b. What does God promise Jacob?  

c. What does Jacob vow in return?

PRAY:  Ask the Lord to open your eyes and tender your heart as you study this week.

DAY 2:  Write out Lamentations 3:22-23 and put it on your bathroom mirror and/or above your kitchen sink…and anywhere else you spend a lot of time!  

1. Read Genesis 29-30:24 straight through like a story.  Summarize the key points.  Be sure to notice Jacob’s relationship to Laban.
PRAY:  For the people of a persecuted nation, that God would give them courage and deep, deep faith.

DAY 3: Once again start today by reviewing Lamentations 3:22-23.  Carry your note card with you all day!

1. Read Genesis 29-30:24 again.  How much time took place between Jacob’s marriage to Leah and his marriage to Rachel?  Does this differ from what you thought?
2. Write down the name of each of each of Jacob’s children (in birth order) and the name of their mother.  Also write down what their names meant.
3.  Read Matthew 3:1-3.  Through which son was the covenant line going to pass?  Be sure you remember his name because we will see it often! 
Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.

DAY 4:  Write out 2 Timothy 1:7 and Philippians 4:8 and Lamentations 3:22-23 without looking.   

1. Look back over Genesis 29-30:24.  What do you learn about both Leah and Rachel?
2. Write down what strikes you most about the rivalry between them.
3. Have you ever experienced jealousy over what another woman had?  How did you handle it?  Did you finally allow God to resolve it?

PRAY:  Ask God for the opportunity to share a ‘word of truth’ today.

DAY 5:  Say Lamentations 3:22-23 to someone today!  

1. Read Genesis 29:31- 30:24.  Write down each instance where scripture specifically shows God’s involvement.  What do you learn about God?
2. How does this fit together with Psalm 139?

PRAY:  For a church staff member.  (Choose one that you will commit to pray for during this study!)
