“Wise women seek God.”
Daily Work – Week 1 

The MOST important characteristic of a wise woman is that she is one who seeks God.  Without seeking God we will never be wise because HE is the giver of wisdom.

As we start off this study, I pray that pursuing Him will be your focus.    When we have Him  in our sights everything else falls in to its proper place.

We are journeying together and I cannot wait to see what God is going to do!  Let’s get started!!!!!!

For those of you who have studied with me in the past you will see that the daily work is a bit different.  It is a follow-up to the lecture instead of a lead in.  May God use this time to reinforce the lessons He will be teaching us in class.  
DAY 1:   Read Proverbs 2:1 three times and write it on a note card.

1.   Read James 3:17  What are the characteristics of “wisdom from above” listed in this verse?
2. What would be there opposites?
3. Which list is most prominently displayed in your life right now?
4. What characteristic from the ‘opposite list’ is present in your life and in most need of attention?
PRAY:  Ask  God to make you a wise woman and to show you the characteristic He wants to work on.
DAY 2:  Read Proverbs 2:1-11.  (Be sure to spend a few minutes memorizing verse 1)
1. Think about the lecture and look at the note card about things that are in competition for your pursuit of God.  What is ONE thing you can do today to seek God above all else?  (Then of course you need to do it! ()
2. Look at verses 6-11.  What are the benefits of seeking God like silver and a lost treasure?
3. Is there a downside?  Do you live like there is?
PRAY:  Ask God to help you actively seek Him above all else.  

DAY 3: Once again start today by reviewing Proverbs 2:1.  Carry your note card with you all day!
1. We are going to spend more time today on the benefits of wisdom.  Proverbs 3:13-26.  What benefits are listed in this passage?
2. Do you want a life infused by the benefits of wisdom?
3. What kind of life do you think you are pursuing currently?  What kind of life would others say you are pursuing?
Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.
DAY 4:  Write out Proverbs 2:1 without looking.
1. Read Proverbs 2:12-22.  What are the consequences of turning from wisdom?
2. What is the area of your life where you are currently in danger of being led astray by evil people or flattery?  We all have an area of weakness so don’t pass by this question.  Answer it and be specific.
PRAY:  Before you pray, read Hebrews 4:12-16. Talk to Him about your area of weakness….He already knows all about it so there is no need to try to hide it.

DAY 5:  One of the goals of this study is to help you learn to study better on your own.  So, day 5 will always be to help you in that area.  Use your bible “helps”….cross references, dictionary, concordance.  If you are unsure of how to do that, PLEASE call or email me!

Find, read and list the references for 5 verses that show benefits of acquiring wisdom.
PRAY:  For a church staff member.  (Choose one that you will commit to pray for during this study!) 
Proverbs 2:1-10 (New Living Translation)
