“Wise women reach out.”
Daily Work – Week 9 

DAY 1:   Read Proverbs 2:9 out loud three times and add verse 9 to your note cards.

1. Take the time to read Tabitha’s story again – Acts 9:36-42.  What are 3 things that you find significant about her life and death?

2. What gifts has God given you and are you using them to reach out to others?

3. If you are not using them to reach out, what excuses are you using to justify that?  Be honest…remembering that God already knows.
PRAY:  Ask God to help you ‘always’ reach out in kindness and to help the poor…using your gifts.
DAY 2:  Write out Proverbs 2: 7-9 and put it on your bathroom mirror and/or above your kitchen sink…and/or anywhere else you spend a lot of time!

1. Read Acts 16:11-15 and 40.  What do these verses tell us about Lydia?
2. Verse 11 says “we”.  Look back and find out who that is referring to.
3. What gift did Lydia use to reach out to others?  See Romans 12:13 as well.  Do you think this is becoming a ‘lost art’ in our current culture?  What can YOU do to make changes?
PRAY:  Ask God to open your eyes to the practical needs of those around you.

  DAY 3: Start today by reviewing Proverbs 2:1-9.  Carry your note cards with you all day!

1. Read Luke 8:1-3.  Who are the women mentioned in these verses?  Have you ever heard of any of them?
2. What does verse 3 say they were doing?
3. It is not specific, so how do YOU think they were supporting Jesus and the disciples?  Do you think it was purely monetarily or was it practically as well?  Does it make you think of other ways you could reach out to others?
Pray:  For a specific “worker abroad” by name….the one you chose in class, and/or another that is on your heart.

DAY 4:  Write out Proverbs 2:1-9 without looking.

1. Read Luke 10:38-42.  I know we looked at this passage last week, but there are more lessons to be learned.  What gift was Martha using to serve her Lord?
2. Why did Jesus reprimand her?  Was it for doing what she was good at?
3. Take the time to ponder how ‘formidable’ Martha must have become for the kingdom after getting her priorities in order…..to be known as a believer, first and foremost and then as an incredible hostess.  How does that apply to you?
PRAY:  Thank God for giving you a gift to use to reach out to others.  Ask Him to help you make sure it falls in line with being a disciple first and foremost.
DAY 5:  Say Proverbs 2:1-9 to someone today!

Find another example in scripture of someone who used their gifts to reach out to others.  Pay close attention to how their gift impacted others.
PRAY:  For a church staff member.  (Choose one that you will commit to pray for during this study!)
